Gesture Interpreting "KIT"

You may not want to carry all of these items with you at all times.  It may be more effective to see what the situation involves and then gather appropriate materials after the first meeting.  We don't want to look too formidable or be so weighted down that we can't move around and work. Pre-load your iPad with anything you can use to refer to.

*Pen/pencil, index cards and paper



Colored pens are very useful and may take the place of color samples
